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Fuji wins civil lawsuit against counterfeiters in China 

Fuji Corporation (headquarters: Chiryu, Aichi; president and COO: Mr. Joji 
Isozumi; hereafter called as "Fuji") filed a trademark infringement lawsuit against 
counterfeiters who were manufacturing and selling counterfeit feeders and nozzles 
falsely labeled as Fuji products in China. 

The judgment of the lawsuit was in favor of Fuji (the "Judgment") and the 
decision has been finalized as follows. 
 
Judgment contents 
 Immediately stop the manufacture and sales of products that infringe on Fuji's 

trademark rights. 
 Compensate for Fuji's economic loss.
